The Request to Start the procedure must be approved by the Teaching Board.

By the deadline set for delivery of the thesis work, the doctoral student will present o his Coordinator the documentation required by article 28 of the University Regulations, for verification by the Teaching Board. In case of a positive outcome, the documentation will be forwarded, together with the thesis, to the final examination commission.

Art. 28 University Regulations for Research Doctorates
The doctoral student can request the teaching body to issue a "Doctor Europaeus" certification - in addition to the national doctorate title - in compliance with the conditions required by the European University Association:
a) positive reports on the thesis written by two professors belonging to two universities in two different member states of the European Union other than the one where the Doctorate takes place, chosen by the Tutor and the Teaching Board;
b) membership of at least one member of the judging commission to a university in a member state of the European Union other than the one in which the thesis is discussed, this member cannot coincide with one of the referees;
c) a part of the thesis discussion in a European Union language other than the national language of the country where the Doctorate is carried out;
d) preparation of the thesis following a research stay of at least three months, even if not continuous, in a structure in another European Union country.
